I have already used views in postgrad SQL, but view is not accept parameters. In SQL Langauage , “declare” and “if” syntax is not accept.So I used the language named “pgplsql”.However, I face with following problem.

The following shows stored procedures in pl/pgsql.I used return type 'refcursor' for select multiple records from multiple tables (to return recordset). 

My function and calling statement are:
